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MANZAR'’s Guide to writing scientific papers
Manzar is the scientific journal of Nazar’s art, architec-
ture and urbanism research center, which is published in
the field of landscape as a common subject in art, envi-
ronment, city, architecture and cultural heritage. The ac-
cepted articles in the journal are the science extended ar-
ticles that have not been published already. Every article
is judged at least by 2 professional judges and should be
confirmed at least by 2 people of editorial board in order
to be published. The judging period is 2 months (starting
the day it has been received to the day accepted).
MANZAR'’s description of the structure of a scientific ar-
ticle

Title: It should not be repetitive, poetic, long and insuf-
ficient.

Persian abstract: It should be 300 words maximum con-
taining the subject expression, main questions, hypoth-
esis and conclusion. The English abstract should be 300
to 600 words containing subject expression, research
history, main questions, hypothesis, research method
and conclusion.

Introduction: it is the paper entry written by the author
and referring to others is not permissible.

The body: Includes the contents in agreement or dis-
agreement with the hypothesis while criticizing the adver-
sary hypothesis and describing and analyzing the main
hypothesis. Avoiding generalization, preconception, and
focusing on the main body are the features of a good
article.

Conclusion: answers the main questions in the article
and accepts or rejects the hypothesis. it does not in-
clude the introduction, references and proofs.

How to present your articles to MANZAR

* The article should be set in Microsoft Office Word,
containing 2500 words maximum excluding tables, pic-
tures and charts and any typing errors.

« The full name of the author(s), last degree received
and the field of study, location of work (in Persian and
in English), mailing address, email and phone number
are required.

« The title should indicate the contents and approaches
in 20 words maximum. The Persian abstract should be
200 words maximum with at least 5 keywords.

« According to journal’s program for a citation in inter-
national databases, a detailed English abstract and five
keywords maximum are required.

« The pictures in the article should be documentary
(referred to completely), non-decorative, an element
of the article and referred to in the text. Sending the
pictures in another folder in JPEG format with the reso-
lution of 300dpi is necessary. The number of pictures,
charts and tables should be approximately five.

« Referring to the pictures with numbers and a descrip-
tive note for every picture is necessary. In the text the
pictures are referred to by their numbers and a descrip-
tive note including location, year and photographer’s
name alongside the picture is required.

* It is necessary to translate the picture descriptions to
English.

* An attached portrait photo of the author in good quality
is required.

» Acronyms, abbreviations, words equivalent and de-
scriptions of note should be foot noted in the end of
the article.

* The articles of the journal is referred to the reference
in the text;(last name of the author, the used article
year: page) example: (Michelle, 2010:38).

» References coming at the end of the article must be
written in the following order

Book: surname, name of author. Date of first publica-
tion. Title. (Publication date of current book) name of
translator, place of publication: publisher.

Example:

Blake, N. (1999). Higher Education in the 21st century.
New York: university press.

Article: surname, name of author. publication date. “Ti-
tle of article” name of translator, name of journal (page
or pages) year and edition of journal, season of publi-
cation, publisher

Example:

Blake, N. (1998). Using the web in undergraduate education.
Journal of Educational Computing, 5(2):234:251.
